STUDENT SAFETY AND PARKING WARDENS

Some drivers are using the yellow lines and our 
neighbor’s driveways to drop off and pick up their child/
ren at school.  

There are also a number of parents doing U-Turns during 
these busy times which is highly unsafe and adds to the 
congestion around the school gate. We have been asking 
drivers not to do this as firstly it puts our students’ safety 
at risk and secondly, it is against the law.   

Those drivers that use driveways also inhibit people 
using the footpath, especially when they park over 
the footpath. We have one walking school bus route in 
operation with a meeting place each morning and adult 
supervision to see them safely to school, we encourage 
parents to utilise this option. We also encourage you to 
park 400 metres away from the school gate and walk to 
school.

Starting from Term 3, Parking Wardens will be visiting 
our school at pick up and drop off times and will issue 
tickets to those breaking the law. Note that there is a 
zero tolerance policy. If you’re found committing an 
infringement you will receive a ticket.
